WWF has contributed towards significant successes in

Increasing the population of species of special concern

Providing technical assistance in managing protected areas

Highlighting the role that natural resources such as land, water,

forests and coasts play in our lives

Building the environmental knowledge base of the country

Some project examples are:

Bar Valley: Substantial improvement in the alpine habitat of the Ibex

and associated species such as the Snow Leopard.

Khunjerab National Park (KNP): An increase in Ibex

population from 1500 in 1995 to 6000 today.

The Indus River Dolphin conservati

on project by WWF contri- buted

in a 25% increase over

the past five years.

Pakistan Sustainable

Cotton Initiative has cont

ributed to improve livelihoods more

than 1400 farmers which led to reduction of

inputs by the participating farmers to around 20%

expenditure on tillage operations, 31% in fertilizer use, 23% in

irrigation water and more than 60% on pesticide use.

Mangrove Forest Rehabilitation Project: So far a total of 200 hectares

have been rehabilitated in Sonmiani, Jiwani and Sandspit.

Spellathon is a spelling test of environmental terms and issues,

developed by WWF-Pakistan for children at English medium schools.

Since 1997, Spellathon has become a popular learning experience for

over a 100,000 students every year from around Pakistan.
